A. Eligibility Criteria

The editor-in-chief of a student publication, both at the time of application and
throughout the term of office, must satisfy the following criteria’:

1. be matriculated in a degree program at SCCC;

2. have the same home campus designation as the publication in
question;

3. for literary magazines, be enrolled for a minimum of three credits each

semester; for the student newspapers, be enrolled for a minimum of six
credits each semester;



In the event that a subcommittee is used for this purpose, it shall be
chaired by the Faculty Adviser of the publication and should include
the current editor-in-chief whenever possible. The subcommittee shall
submit its recommendation to the Campus Student Publications Board
for final approval.

Regardless of whether the full Board or a subcommittee conducts the
review/interview process, the Board shall provide interested parties
with an opportunity to provide input and recommendations to the
Board before it makes a final decision.

The editor-in-chief shall, upon appointment by the Campus Student
Publications Board, assume his/her responsibilities on the first day
